The first Integrity Day, a national conference for integrity in sport, was held in 
November 2023 as a joint initiative between the Federal Ministry for Arts, Cul-
ture, the Civil Service and Sport, the Play Fair Code, the National Anti-Doping 
Agency (NADA), 100% Sport, and fairplay (VIDC).

1. INTEGRITY DAY

The event provided representatives from sports organizati-
ons, governing bodies, and professional associations with 
the opportunity to find out about the work being undertaken 
by Austrian integrity experts in the fields of doping, racism, 
match-fixing, and sexualized violence. 

Under the heading “Good governance in sport – necessities, 
opportunities, and challenges,” Vice-Chancellor and Sports 
Minister Werner Kogler discussed a series of hot topics with 
the managing directors of the integrity institutions on the 
panel. 

Play Fair Code CEO Severin Moritzer opened up the Match-
fixing breakout session by providing an insight into and an 
overview of the phenomenon of match-fixing and betting 
fraud. 

In the subsequent discussion, guests Andreas Baumgart-
ner, Integrity Off icer at the Austrian Football Association 
(ÖFB) and Sharif Shoukry, Managing Director of the Austrian 
Sports Betting Association (OSWV) addressed the matter of 
what preventative measures can be introduced and what 
happens when something “happens.”

The two-year Erasmus+ project IntegriSport 3.0, implemented with international partners from the Netherlands, Gree-
ce, Spain, Estonia, Romania, Bulgaria, and Switzerland, has a clear focus: To provide information and training to raise 
awareness among law enforcement and judicial authorities in an eff ort to increase the eff iciency and eff ectiveness of 
investigations and prosecutions of match-fixing and betting fraud.

Austria and the Play Fair Code contributed to the cause by joining forces with the Criminal Intelligence Service to roll 
out a two-day training event in the form of an Awareness-Raising Practical Session in Vienna in early December for the 
target group in question.

The Awareness-Raising Practical Sessi-
ons (ARPS) being held in all project part-
ner countries are the concrete outcomes 
of the Erasmus+ project IntegriSport 3.0 
and also represent a long-standing ob-
jective of the Play Fair Code.

The aim of the event was to provide and impart expertise, knowledge, 
and information on the issues of match-fixing and betting fraud for the 
benefit of future investigations and prosecutions–raising awareness of 
the matter among the more than 50 investigators to aid their day-to-day 
work and transferring the expertise of the Criminal Intelligence Service on 
this subject with pinpoint accuracy.

A two-day training event was held for police 
investigators in partnership with the Austrian 
Criminal Intelligence Service. 
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Prestigious and high-profile national 
and international speakers provided 
definitions of these issues, gave in-
sights into their scientific and regula-
tory background, and discussed re-
cent cases, the latest developments 
in the world of sport and the sports 
betting market, technical resources, 
investigative techniques, and future 
challenges.
